Goals:

A. Understand the role of the family physician, patient, family and community in the chronic care of patients and their families.
B. Integrate medical and community interprofessional resources in the care team and management of the older adult and family.
C. Develop an understanding of the comprehensive geriatric assessment in the older adult with memory challenges.

D. Apply the behavioral, mood and cognitive testing tools in the diagnosis and management of the older adult.

Objectives:

1. Demonstrate an effective and empathic medical interview of an AD patient and caregiver 

2. Describe communication techniques appropriate to the patient and family in the diagnosis, assessment and management of AD.
3. Develop skills in appropriate e-communication with the chronic care patient and family 
4. Accurately interpret diagnostic cognitive testing tools in the AD patient

5. Develop an understanding of the assessment and problem list in the care of an older adult with AD.

6. Identify medical, pharmaceutical and behavioral management challenges and strategies in the care of the AD patient and family.

7. Appropriately integrate expertise from community based interprofessional resources in the care of the AD patient and family.
