Maria Marquez is a 26 yo female who comes into clinic for a pregnancy test.  She missed her period and her LMP was 2 months ago.  She has never been pregnant before.  She recently moved from AZ with her husband. She has no present health care coverage.  She also relates that she does not have a social security number. 

Pmhx: no surgeries or hospitalizations

Fmhx: DM in grandparents, parents in Mexico and healthy

SocHx: married, no ETOH/drugs/tob. She is not employed.  Looking for work since moving here from AZ

Her urine HCG is positive

Questions:
1. Where would be appropriate options for her prenatal care given her undocumented status?
1. She does not qualify for Medicaid or UNM Care due to lack of ss#.  She can qualify for discount programs
2. UNM M&I clinics provide care regardless of funding based on federal funding
3. First Choice Title X
4. Out of Bernalillo County this may be limited

2. Are there programs that will pay for her prenatal care?
Federal Title X

3. Who will pay the hospital bills when she goes in for delivery? 
EMTALA: pregnant women must be admitted if in active labor and cared for 

4. What about her baby?  Will that child be covered?  
Any child born in the U.S. regardless of parents’ status is a U.S. citizen and qualifies for Medicaid if income is 300% of poverty level.  
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
